Different types of hospitals:
General hospitals:

· Treat wide range of age groups and conditions

· Provide diagnostic, medical, surgical and emergency care services

Specialty hospitals:

· Care for only specific conditions or age groups
· Burn hospitals, children’s hospitals, oncology, psychiatric  hospitals, orthopedic hospitals, rehabilitative hospitals

Government hospitals:

· Operated by federal, state, and local agencies

· Provide care for government personnel and their dependents

· Ex. Veterans Administration hospitals

University or college medical centers:

· Provide hospital services along with research and education

· Privately or governmentally funded
